General Hospital muster roll "to Nov 1", indicates that he was employed as a "Nurse" from Sept 8/62. On the Jan/Feb '63 Hospital muster roll John was listed as a "Patient". The Co A 76th NY muster out roll includes the remarks "Transf'd to Invalid Corps Nov. 28, 1863, (in accordance with) G. O. (General Order) 381, A.G.O. (Adjutant General's Office)". There is no indication of wounds, why a nurse, type of sickness, reason for transfer, or fate. Unfortunately, I neglected to get John's pension file--although his wife Mary applied for a widow's pension on 4-12-1879. Her application was approved. Melville claimed in an affidavit which was part of his Pension File that he enlisted in the 76th NY when he was only 15. His date of both is said to be Oct 20th 1846. Thus Mel may have been discharged from the 76th upon discovery that he was underage, although forms indicate that he was discharged for disability. Melville re-enlisted as a private in Co G of the 15th NY Cavalry on July 30, 1863. He was 18, although the AGO Report later listed his age as 20. Melville rose to corporal and then sergeant. In 1893 Butterman applied for a pension, writing: "Frederick Butterman, aged 65 years, Attica, New York who being duly sworn, states that I am dependent entirely upon my daily labor for the support of my wife and myself. I am failing in health and I cannot support myself and family any longer. I am in very bad shape, with rheumatism and dyspepsia and general breakup of my health; I also have a bad hernia, so bad that 1 have to wear a truss. Mary died in 1894, and around 1907 Butterman married his third wife, Sophia (Richter), who had been working as his housekeeper for some years. Peck carries the ball to this day, as a memento of Gainsville."
